3. Determine the desired fixture height and place the canopy fo the fixture wire then

secure it to the strain relief using the allen screw. (See Figure -02)

4. Cut off the excess fixture wire 6" beyond the canopy.

Strip 12" of insulation from the ends of the wire. Twist the wire strands together.

5. Fasten the ground wire fo the green or bare copper wire in the outlet box or

the green screw on the mounfing plate.

6. Fasten the white fixture lead to the whits wire in the outlat box.
Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener {wire nut).
Starting about 1" helow the fastener, tightly wrap the connection
with elecirical tape so that the connections seals the end of the
fastener.

threaded rod on mounting plate. Rotate and align the canopy as
necessary. Tighten the ball nuts. (See Figure-03)
