2. Screw on the Rod to the Fixture. Determine the your desired length of the fixture by adjusting the chain, and Attach to the Loops.
Feed the wires through the Canopy Loop and Trim off the excess wire.

3. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in the outlet box of
the green screw on the mounting strap.

Starting about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection
with electrical tape so that the connections seals the end of the fastener.
