Starting about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection with electrical tape so that the connections seals the end of
the fastener.

4. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire in the outlet box. Fasten the joined wires as in step 3.
5. Using the (2) screws and fasten the fixture to the outlet box.
6. Using the mounting screws, attach the top plate to the wall.

7. Install the lamps ( light bulbs). NOTE: This fixture is rated for 60 watt candelabra based type B, BA, C or CA lamps.
(This fixture includes 40 W early electric lamps.)
