This product can be dimmed with most ELV or TRIAC dimmers.

The fixture can be mounted to a ceiling with a 45 degree slope
maximum.

This instruction shows a typical installation.
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Assemble the Fixture

Determine the desired height of the fixture using the

provided stems and assemble them by screwing them

together.
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Feed the fixture wires through the stem assembly, then

screw both stem assemblies onto the socket assembly.

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Remove and save the bushing and top hat from the
standoff and pivot by loosening (not removing) the set
screws.

Screw the stem assembly to the pivot.

Adjust the pivot so it bends in the correct direction to
the slope if mounting on a vaulted ceiling.

Feed the wires into the canopy.

Screw the stem assembly to the pivot.

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ANCHOR SCREW
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Measure the exact distance between the
stems(tolerances in the modules may cause slight
variations.)

Install the anchor at the measured distance from the
center of the junction box.

Use the anchor screw to secure the top hat in place.

Install the Fixture

5 Connect the blue/black(-) driver wire to the blue/black(-)
fixture wires with a wire nut.

Connect the red(+) driver wire to the red(+) fixture
wires with a wire nut.

Neatly place the driver and wires inside the canopy.
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While another person holds the fixture, connect the
fixture to a suitable ground in accordance with local
electrical codes.

Connect the white driver wire to the neutral power line
wire with a wire nut.

Connect the black driver wire to the hot power line wire
with a wire nut.
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It is recommended to have another person hold
the fixture up through out this series of steps.
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STEM ASSEMBLY
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Lift the stem assembly up to the bushing

Screw the two set screw into place.
