   ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

PARTS INCLUDED:

TO ASSEMBLE:
1.   Remove all packing contents and parts from the carton(s) carefully.
2.   Please be sure you have all parts indicated before you begin assembly.
3.  Shut off the main electrical supply from the main fuse box/circuit breaker.
4.  Remove the mounting plate (A) from the lamp body (C) by turning back plate screws (B) in a 
counterclockwise direction.
5.  Pull the electrical cord of " J Box" through the exit hole of the mounting plate (A).
6.  Carefully inspect the fixture wires. The neutral fixture wire has very fine ridges molded into its plastic 
covering. The hot fixture wire has a smooth covering. The bare wire is the grounded wire.
7.  Attach the ground wire from the fixture to the ground junction box wire from the outlet (usually green or 
bare wire). Fasten each together with a plastic wire connector (K) and wrap the connection with electrical 
tape. If your outlet box does not have a ground wire, insert the green ground screw into the mounting plate 
(A) facing down, and wrap the fixture's bare ground wire around the ground screw. IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT 
THE OUTLET BOX IN YOUR HOME BE PROPERLY GROUNDED.
8.  Connect the neutral fixture wire to the neutral junction box wire (usually white). Fasten each together with 
a wire connector (K) and wrap the connection with electrical tape. Be sure no strands are exposed. 
9.  Connect the hot fixture wire to the hot junction box wire (usually white). Fasten each together with a 
plastic wire connector (K) and wrap the connection with electrical tape. Be sure no strands are exposed. DO 
NOT REVERSE THE HOT AND NEUTRAL CONNECTIONS OR SAFETY WILL BE COMPROMISED. 
10. Gently tuck the wire connections neatly into the junction box.
11. Drill two holes in wall in line with 2 holes of mounting plate (A), attach the mounting plate (A) to the outlet 
box using the mounting screws (J) and tighten with a screwdriver. Then screw the strengthened screws (L) into 
the anchors to secure the mounting plate (A). If attatched to a cement wall, use anchor (I) first then screw 
strengthened screws (L)  into the anchor. If attatched to a wood wall, thread strengthened screw (L) directly 
into wall. 
12. Attach the lamp body (C) to the mounting plate (A) by using the enclosed back plate screws (B) and tighten 
screws (B) with screwdriver. 
13. Insert 2 type T max 8W LED bulbs (F) only (not included) into the sockets (E). DO NOT EXCEED SPECIFIED 
WATTAGE.
14. Attach alabaster shade (D) to the lamp body (C), and then tighten the alabaster shade (D) by 2 set screws 
(H) to secure the alabaster shade (D).
15. Restore power to the junction box and test fixture.
