TO ASSEMBLE:

1. Shut off the main electrical supply from the main fuse box/circuit breaker.
2. Position the mounting plate on the wall and mark the location of the mounting holes. 

Drill the holes in the wall and then insert the plastic anchors.
3. Attach the mounting plate (A) to the wall junction box using the two enclosed mounting  screws 
(B) and four self-tapping screws and tighten the screws with a screwdriver.
4. Connect the electrical wires as shown in Fig. 2, make sure that all wire connectors are 

secured. If your outlet has a ground wire (green or bare copper), connect the fixture's 
ground wire to it. Otherwise, connect the fixture's ground wire directly to the circular 
strap using the green screw provided. Tuck the wire connections neatly into the outlet 
box.

5. Attach the back plate (E) to the mounting plate (A) and secure with three flat has screws as per 
Fig. 1.
6. Install the light bulbs (I) into the socket.
7. Attach the ceramic shade (G) and rubber pads (H) to back plate (E) and screw on the two 
enclosed glass globes (J) until tight.
8. Restore power to junction box and test fixture. DO NOT EXCEED SPECIFIED MAX
