TO ASSEMBLE:

1. Remove all lamp parts from the package carefully
2. Pull excess wire through the base before assembling the 

lamp
3. Screw the column (B) on the base (A) until tight
4. Screw the socket assembly (C) on the column (B) until tight
5. Place the shade (D, packed in another carton) bottom rim 

into the 3 groooves on the socket assembly arms carefully
6. Insert one type A 150W bulb (or suitable CFL 35W or LED 

28W bulb, not included) into the socket DO NOT EXCEED 
SPECIFIED WATTAGE.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS:

• Clean with soft, dry cloth.

PRE-ASSEMBLY:
• Remove all parts and hardware from box along with any

This instruction is provided for your safety. It is important that it is read 
carefully and completely before assembling the fixture. 
To avoid risk of fire, do not exceed the recommended wattage.

• To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock, or personal injury, 
always turn off and unplug lamp and allow it to cool prior to 
replacing the bulb.
