Assemble the blade onto the motor. Align the two holes of the blades with 

the motor and tighten them with the screw pack C1.(Fig.5)Then, Convert 

the fan body, assemble the blade fixing ring with the provided screws C2 in 

parts bag.
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Step 1: Remove the clevis pin and B clip from downrod assembly.(Fig. 7 )

Step 2: Remove the cross pin and set screw from downrod assembly.(Fig. 8 )

Step 3: Route wires through coupling cover,canopy cover,canopy and hanger 

ball.(Fig. 9 )

Step 4: Thread the rod into the motor shaft, tighten the set screw,clevis pin,

and slip the coupler cover on to the fan body.(Fig.10 & Fig.11)

Step 5: Reinstall the hanger ball onto rod being sure that cross pin is in the 

correct position, set screws are tighten and wires are not twisted. (Fig.12)

Note: Two positions for the clevis pin, but do  not  change  the  set  screws 

position.

Step 6: Secure the hanger bracket to the ceiling  outlet  box  using  screws

included with your outlet box and washers included with the fan.(Fig.13)

Step7: Now lift motor assembly into position and place hanger ball

into hanger bracket.Rotate until the check groove has dropped into the 

registration slot and seats firmly. Rod should  not  ro tate  if  this  is  done

correctly(Fig.14)
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Step 2: Motor to Receiver electrical connections: connect the WHITE WIRE from the 
              fan to the WHITE wire from receiver. Connect the RED wire from the fan to the RED 
              wire from the Receiver. Connector the BLUE wire from the fan to the BLUE wire 
             from the recelver. connect the PURPLE wire from the fan to the PURPLE wire 
              from the receiver. Connect the GREY wire from the fan to the GREY wire from 
             the receiver.(Fig.17)
Step 3: If your outlet box has a GROUND wire (Green or Bare Copper) connect this 
            wire to the Hanger Ball and Hanger Bracket Ground wires. If your outlet box 
            does  not  have a  Ground Wire ,then connect the Hanger Ball and Hanger 
            Bracket Ground Wires together.Secure wire connection with the plastic wire 
            nut provided.(Fig.17)
Step 4: Receiver to House Supply Wires Electrical connections: Connect the WHITE 
            wire from the outlet box to the WHITE wire from  the  receiver. Connect  the 
            BLACK wire from the outlet box to the BLACK wire from the receiver. Secure 
            all wire connections with the plastic wire nuts provided. After all  splices  are 
            made, check  to  make  sure  there  are  no  loose  strands.  As  an  additional 
            precaution we suggest to secure the plastic wire connectors to the wires with 
            electrical tape.(Fig.17)

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INSTALLING THE LIGHT KIT

Step 1: Remove 1 of 3 screws on light kit adapter and loosen the other 2 screws.(Fig. 21)

Step 2: Slide the light kit plate up towards the light kit adapter and place the key holes 

            over the screws on the light kit adapter. Turn light kit plate until it locks in place 

            at the narrow section of key holes.(Fig. 22)

Step 3: Align the round hole of the light kit plate with light kit adapter,tighten all 3 

            screws.(Fig. 23)

Step 4: Connect the wires between 

            the fan and LED assembly with the connectors.(Fig. 24&25)

Remove three screws from light kit plate and

Step 5: Tighten the LED assembly to light kit plate with 3 screws.(Fig. 26)

Step 6: Align the slot of the light shade with the aised dimple on the light kit plate 

           and turn it clockwise until it stops.(Fig. 27)
