In regular circumstances the BLACK wire will be the "Hot" lead wire and the WHITE wire will be the "Neutral” or "Common" lead wire.

A GREEN or BARE COPPER wire is the "Ground". In older buildings it is always good practice to reconfirm the polarity of the wiring. /

FIXTURE PREPARATION
1. Remove the fixture, parts and parts bag(s) from the carton.

NOTICE:
Before discarding the carton, double check to make certain that all parts are found.

FIXTURE INSTALLATION
1. Attach the mounting ring to the outlet box. (The green screw should face the floor).

Thread the nipple into the mounting ring and tighten the hex nut.

5. When the ceiling is reached, measure 6" beyond the chain and cut off
the excess wire. Separate the leads and strip of approx. 1/2" of insulation
from each lead. Twist the strands of wire together.

6. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire
in the outlet box or to the green screw on the crosshar.

A WARNING

Never fasten the ground wire to the black or "hot" wire!
Failure to follow this instruction could result in serious
injury or death!
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7. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box.
Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut).
Starting about 1' below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection
with electrical tape so that the connection seals the end of the fastener.

Make sure that there is no exposed wire or strands that
could cause a dangerous short circuit!

8. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire in the outlet box.
Fasten the joined wires as in step 7

9. Using the end nut, fasten the canopy to the outlet box.

10. Install the lamps (light bulbs).

NOTE: This fixture is rated for Max 60 watt type B, BA, C or CA lamp.
